General information

The education and participation package aims
to empower children, adolescents and young
adults from low-income families to take
advantage of additional educational and
leisure opportunities.

The same applies to children, adolescents and
young adults who receive benefits themselves.

What services are there?

e Excursions and trips from school,
OGS, supervised elementary school
and day care facilities

The cost of community trips and school trips
will be covered.

e School Supplies

Pupils receive at least € 100.00 for the school
equipment such as school satchels, sports
equipment, books, exercise books on 1 August
and at least € 50.00 on 1 February.

e School transport

The school transport costs for attending the
nearest school will be covered. The
prerequisite is that the school cannot be
reached on foot or by bicycle and that the
costs are not given priority elsewhere.

e Learning support for pupils

Supplementary appropriate learning support can
be provided when school offers are insufficient
and support is needed. This requires a
confirmation from the school.

e Having lunch

If the school or daycare offers a communal
lunch, this lunch can be paid.

e Participation leisure /
culture

in sports /

Children and young people under the age of 18
receive a monthly budget of € 15.00 for club
memberships, parent-child courses, musical
lessons, holiday passport offers and much more.
The monthly budget can also be used for larger
activities such as swimming lessons or holiday
camps can be saved for.
